	English
This term in English children will look at: classic fiction, persuasion and poetry.   We will be reading a classic fiction narrative, ‘The Wizard of Oz’ and creating a new character.
Through these genres children will also develop grammar, spelling, punctuation and handwriting skills. 
Reading: Children will read a range of books and will answer questions using inference skills, develop reading stamina and provide quality written responses using APE strategy.  
	Science
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In this unit, we will look at: 

Fossils- recognising that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. 

Variation- Recognise that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents
Light- Explain that we see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and then to our eyes. Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into the eye. Recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines.
	Maths 
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Children will use place value to improve their skills of the four operations – addition, subtraction, multiplication and division and use these for problem solving. Children will also learn about geometry, area, perimeter and volume. They will use arithmetic skills to solve calculations accurately with pace.

	Religious Education
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Our key question in RE this half term will be How do Christians prepare for Christmas? Children will be building upon their knowledge of what it is like to be a Christian and how they prepare for Christmas.
	French 
Bon Appétit Monsieur Lapin
· To be aware of how verbs can change their endings. Have an understanding of the partitive article. Practise asking questions and develop dictionary skills.


	Computing
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Children will spend three weeks focusing on online safety and the rest of the term looking at spreadsheets. Children will learn to use a spreadsheet to plan a school charity day to maximise the money donated to charity.
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History
Children will be continuing learning about World War 2. They will be taking a look at the significant events that occurred during the war in detail.
