Children will be encouraged to articulate their understanding of the terms hero and villain. They will discuss and write about the characteristics of heroes and villains. Children will be able to write a modern retelling of a scene from a play or story from older fiction, focussing on the Shakespeare play Macbeth. This should include: - careful selection of synonyms. - manipulation of sentences for effect. - lines or phrases from the original text (archaic words).
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Science

This term we will be learning about Health and the Circulatory System and diets, drugs and lifestyle. Children will identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood. 
Describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans. 

Finally, recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function. 
	Maths 
 This term, children will be learning how to read, write, round and represent fractions up to 3 decimal places. Children will also be developing their knowledge of fractions and percentages, learning to calculate fractions and percentages of amounts.
