Children will develop detailed settings created through precise use of nouns, carefully chosen adjectives and fronted adverbials.

Children will research, write and present a biography on Mary Anning (1799-1847).  Children will be able to write a biography which includes:

· Devices to build cohesion between sentences and paragraphs.

· Appropriate organisational and layout features.
	Religious Education
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In RE lessons we will be exploring the following question:

Is every person’s journey the same? 
Children will be looking at the impact that religion can have on people’s lives.  The unit will cover Christianity, Islam and Sikhism.
	Maths

Children will use mental and written strategies to improve fluency of the four operations: addition, subtraction, multiplication & division.
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Children will apply arithmetic knowledge to mathematical challenges involving problem solving and reasoning skills.
All children will develop number and place value knowledge in order to:

· Read, write, order and compare numbers up to 10 000 000 and determine the value of each digit.

· Use negative numbers in context, and calculate intervals across zero.
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Science

Children will focus on developing knowledge and understanding about Adaptations:

They will be able to identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution.
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Children will be learning how to code using the following approach:

· Predict

· Run the code 

· Investigate

· Modify the code 

· Make a new program 
	Guided Reading 

We will be focusing on reading skills and behaviours.  Children will be reading Holes by Louis Sachar.  

Children will answer questions using inference skills to provide quality written responses by

· Inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions.

· justifying inferences with evidence using APE strategy 

· Predicting what might happen from information stated and implied.

· Participating in debates, challenging peers with questions, justifying opinions, responding to different viewpoints.
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Geography

This term, children will learn to:

Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe and North and South America. Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including day and night). 

History
Children will be learning about World War 2. Children will learn about when World War 2 started and which countries were involved.  They will be able to explain what rationing is and understand what people’s diets and job roles of women were like during the World War.
