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	Intention 


	In Year 1, teachers are progressively building on knowledge attained from the Early Years foundation Stage.  Pupils will continue to develop and learn new GPCs (Grapheme, phoneme correspondences), revise and consolidate those learnt earlier, including common exception words for Year 1.  Pupils will also continue to develop the skill of blending sounds into words and applying the taught skills for new words.  In order to do this they will need to hear, share and discuss a wide range of books to develop the pleasure of reading and increase their vocabulary knowledge.




	Implementation

	Reading behaviours expected at Year 1

	
Pupil should be able to:
-sit upright at their desk
-share a text with a partner
-track and follow the text using finger or a tracking tool (lolly stick, mini word torch etc)
-respond orally to simple recall questions asked about the text
-listen to the responses of others
-‘jump in’ and say a word the teacher has missed when reading a known text.

	Impact
